2. Legal by-law

2.1. Statute laws

LXXIX. law about public education 1993.

The most important event in educational policy after the 1990 free elections was the creation of a new Education Law. The preparatory phase accompanied with long debates ended in summer 1993 when Parliament accepted the Public Education, Vocational Education and Higher Education Laws. The new regulations covering the whole of education met the requirements of democracy again.

Main characteristics: 

· Basic educational rights of liberty were assured: academic freedom, freedom of religion, conscience, school foundation and freedom of choosing schools. Both parents and schools were glad about the new measures.

· The burden of divided responsibility and local independence was reinforced.

· The former centralised content regulation was replaced by a two-level curriculum control assuring local academic freedom.

A 1991 law that ordered to return certain realties to the churches had a significant effect on the development of Hungarian public education, too. According to this regulation churches had the possibility to claim back their properties and schools that had been nationalised. From among laws directly affecting Hungarian public education, the 1993 Ethnic Minority Law must be mentioned here, which being remarkable on an international level, assured a wide range of rights – in the field of educaton, too - to national and ethnic minorities.

2.§ (1) Public education consists of kindergarten education and instruction as well as college education. The school can participate in realization of tasks of vocational training with the conditions involved in the law of vocational training. The kindergarten, school and college can participate in teachers’ training and teachers’ continuation courses according to the definitions in the law.

(2) In the institutions of public education – according to the provisions of this law – everyone can participate in education and instruction.

(3) The operation of the public educational system is the atsk of the state.

(4) The kindergarten, school and college – within the range of provision of tasks defined in this law – are responsible for the physical, mental, emotional and moral development of children and students, and for the formation and development of children’s and students’ community.

On behalf of this,

a) it co-operates with the parent in the development of the child’s, student’s personality, in putting forth his abilities,

b) it is engaged in educational-instructional work co-operated with the community of parents during the forming and developing of children’s and students’ community.

c) it prepares the student for family life and planning a family.

3.§ (1) According to the provisions of this law the professionally independent educational institutions are the kindergartens; educational-instructional institutions are the schools authorized to giving out the certificate certifying the educational level, qualification; in addition basic artistic-educational institutions and colleges.

(2) A public institution can be founded and maintained by the state, the local commune, the local minority commune, a church legal personality put on file in the Hungarian republic, in addition an economic organization, foundation, association and other legal personality there, in addition a natural person if he obtains the rights for continuing the activity – according to the law. The natural person can found and maintain a public institution as an individual contractor.

(3) The state provides for the free and compulsory primary school within the compass of the activity of maintaining institutions by state organs and local communes in relation to the state, local self-governing provision of the task. According to this law, kindergarten education besides employment of pedagogic special service completed the kindergarten education and the school education and instruction moreover the education and instruction of secondary-grammar schools, vocational-secondary schools, technical schools and trade schools moreover college provision are free of charge.

4.§ (1) The state and the local communes during the practice of the tasks taken in the course of education and instruction are obliged to have respect for the right of the parents in relation to the guardian (further on together: parent ) that their children can participate in the education and instruction suitable for their religious and ideological beliefs. The parent exercises this right according to his child’s interest in a way that he has respect for the right to intellectual, conscience and freedom of religion of the child moreover he takes the child’s opinion into consideration depending on his age and maturity.

The compulsory education

6.§ (1) In the Hungarian Republic – according to the definitions in this law – each child is of school-age.

(2) The child, achieved the maturity necessary for going to school becomes ones of school-age from the calendar year in which he is turned six to 31. May. At the parent’s request the child can become one of school-age even if he is turned six to 31. December.

(3) The compulsory education lasts to the end of the school-year in which the student is turned 16. The physical, sense organic, mental, communicative moreover other handicapped students’ compulsory education can be made longer to the end of the year at most in which he is turned 18.

(2) The child, if he achieves the maturity necessary for going to school, becomes a person of school-age of the earliest year when he is turned six and the latest when he is turned eight.

(3) The compulsory education lasts to the end of the school-year in which the student is turned eighteen. The compulsory education of the student with specific educational demand can be made longer to the end of the year at most in which he is turned twenty.

(3) The compulsory education can be fulfilled in the primary school and in the secondary-grammar school from the beginning of the fifth year. The compulsory education – unless this law directs otherwise – can be fulfilled from the beginning of the ninth year in the vocational-grammar schools and trade schools, too.

Pedagogic parts of educational and instructional work, requirements and the system of the state exams

8.§ (1) There are the following parts of the educational-instructional work in the educational-instructional institutions:

a) part of the kindergarten education,

b) part of the basic education-instruction,

c) part of the secondary education-instruction

d) preparing part of the obtainment the qualification of the school education-instruction

(2) The part of the kindergarten education starts when the child is three and lasts to 31. August of the year in which the child is turned seven.

(3) The part of the basic education-instruction starts in the first year and lasts to the end of the eighth year.

(4) The part of the secondary education-instruction starts in the ninth year and depending on the type of schools finishes at the end of the tenth in relation to the twelfth and thirteenth years.

(5) Inside the part of establishing the general culture of the school education-instruction, the subject-matters and requirements of single school years are based on each other continuously.

(56) The preparing part of the obtainment the qualification of the school education-instruction starts after the part of the secondary education-instruction and finishes in the qualificational year determined by the National Training List.

(67) The fundamental principles of the kindergarten education are determined by the national primary programme of the kindergarten education in the preambulum of this law, being in tune with the principles and rights included in the (1) paragraph of 4.§, in the (1)-(2) paragraphes of 10.§, and in the 13.§.

(78) The national primary programme of the kindergarten education is published by the Government. Before handing in the national primary programme of the kindergarten education to the Government, the agreement of the National General Educational Board, the report of the Public Educational-political Board, moreover the agreement of the National Minority Committee concerning questions of national, ethnical minority kindergarten education.

(9) In the period establishing the general culture the school educational-instructional content unity, passing through the schools are quaranteed by the National Fundamental Curriculum. The National Fundamental Curriculum can find compulsory instructions among the educational-instructional ones in this way especially for the limitation of the students’ weekly and daily loading. The fulfilment of the National Fundamental Curriculun is helped by the skeleton syllabus published by the Educational Minister.

(910) The National Fundamental Curriculum determines by cultural fields the compulsory and common aims of the educational-instructional work establishing the general culture, knowledge, ability and talent requirements are the bases of the educational-instructional work.

8/A.§ 

a) The aims and contents of  education-instruction, the system of subjects, the definite compulsory and common requirements of education-instruction,

b) for the acquirement of subject-matter of instruction going by the local educational-instructional characteristics of schools the period being available for the fulfilment of requirements, the number of lessons stipulated for an educational day to a student.

(3) The educational-instructional work is in progress on the basis of the pedagogical programme. The pedagogical programme includes the educational programme and the local syllabus, moreover the professional programme of schools participated in the vocational training. The school can depart from the skeleton syllabus – it can amalgamate subjects, form cultural fields, rearrange the period, destined for passing the subject-matter of instruction of certain subjects among the subjects and years, put the transfer of subject-matter of certain subjects to an earlier or later date – with the obligation that the period of instruction mustn’t decrease moreover the fulfilment of the compulsory and common requirements must be quaranteed to the accomplishment of studies of local syllabus going at school, moreover the period being available – determined on the basis of this law – is not exceeded, and it fulfils the restrictions concerning the weekly and daily loading of students.

The institutions of public education

20.§ (1) The educational, moreover the educational and instructional institutions of public education:

a) kidergarten;

b) primary school;

c) trade school;

d) grammar school, vocational school;

e) basic artistic-educational institution;

f) institution for the education-instruction of defective children, and conductive pedagogy;

g) students’ hostel and college (further on: college; from a)-g) together are educational-instructional institutions)

(2) Institution for the education-instruction of defective children and conductive pedagogy: kindergarten, primary school, secondary school, special trade school, special trade school developing skills, preparative trade school, college established according to the category of deficiency.

21.§ The institutions of public educational pedagogical special services:

· guidance of the education of defective children, premature developing and attending centre;

· expert and rehabilitating committee examining learning ability as well as the committee accomplishing the national expert and rehabilitating function;

· guidance of education;

· a special institute for children with bad sound-formation;

· guidance of continuation of studies and vocational guidance;

· conductive pedagogical institute

Certain public educational institutions

The kindergarten

24.§ (1) The kindergarten, from the age of three to the achievement of maturity necessary for going to school, to the age of seven at most, is an educational institution. The kindergarten education is necessary to the education of a child and it is in progress within the framework of activities containing the total kindergarten life.

(2) The child, in the year he is turned five, is obliged to participate in the activity preparing himself for the school life from the beginning of the first day within the framework of the kindergarten educational year.

(3) The duration of the activities preparing for the school life is four hours a day at most.

The primary school

26.§ (1) The primary school has got eight years.

(4) Basic education-instruction is in progress in the primary school.

(5) The student in the primary school prepares himself for the continuation of studies in the secondary school and trade school respectively, as well as for adapting himself to the society according to his interests, ability and talent.

(6) The student of a primary school can continue his studies in an appropriate year of another primary school, trade school or secondary school.

The trade school

27.§ (1) The trade school has got ninth and tenth and at least two vocational training years.

(2) Education-instruction establishing the general culture is in progress in the ninth and tenth years; moreover career orientation, education of trade preparative knowledge and trade basic education.

The secondary-grammar school

28.§ (1) The secondary-grammar school has got four years. In the four-year secondary-grammar school the education-instruction starts in the ninth year and finishes in the twelfth year.

(22) The secondary-grammar school can work with six or eight years if the conditions necessary to the fulfilment of compulsory education in the basis of the forecast of the middle-distance schooling plan can be produced in this way, and the secondary school registration of those students who would like to start their secondary-school studies in the ninth year can be solved on the metropolitan, county-level. The education-instruction starts in the seventh year of the six-year secondary-school, and in the fifth year of the eight-year secondary-school respectively. In the secondary school working with six or eight years, the education-instruction must be organized in four years as well.

(5) In the secondary school the education-instruction, founding the general culture as well as preparing for the final examination and for the beginning of the higher educational studies, is in progress ( further on: secondary-school education-instruction).

(6) In the secondary-grammar school the student prepares for the final examination as well as for the higher educational continuation of studies and entering service respectively.

(7) The student of the secondary-grammar school can continue his studies in an appropriate year of a primary school, other secondary-grammar school, vocational school, trade school.

The vocational school

29.§ (1) The vocational school has got four secondary years preparing for the final examination and founding the general culture. From the beginning of the ninth year professional orientation determined in the national fundamental curriculum, from the beginning of the eleventh year – according to the National Training List – theoretical and practical professional basic education in groups can be in progress. The secondary-school education-instruction begins in the ninth year and it finishes in the twelfth and thirteenth years respectively in the determined case. The number of the years of the vocational training preparing the students for the professional examination is determined by the National Training List. A different provision of law guarantees the practical training.

(2) If the educational-instructional work is in progress in two educational languages in the vocational school – according to the guiding principle of schools teaching two languages, the determined guiding principle of  national, ethnical minority school education - , the education-instruction can be finished in the thirteenth year of the secondary-school year.

30.§ (1) The physical, organic of sense, mental, speaking – or other deficient child has the right that within the framework of special care to participate in a pedagogical, education of defective children, conductive pedagogical care since his deficiency has been found. The child, student demanding specific education has the right according to his condition to participate within the framework of special care in pedagogical, education of defective children, conductive pedagogical care from the beginning his title of demand has been determined. The specific education – depending on the child’s, student’s age and condition determined the contents of the expert and rehabilitating committees’ professional opinion – must be quaranteed within the framework of the early development and care, the kindergarten education, the school education-instruction and the developing prepared. The early development and care can be put into practice within the framework of home provision, créche care, nursing and caring in the home of deficient persons, children’s home care, guidance of the education of defective children, deevelopment and care within the framework of early development and care, conductive pedagogical provision.

(2) The kindergarten education of the child demanding specific education, the student’s school education and instruction moreover college education can occur – in the educational-instructional institutions, kindergarten group, kindergarten section, school side, class, group – or with the other children, students together – in the same kindergarten group, kindergarten section, school class respectively ( further on: children, students demanded specific education – educational school, college respectively participated in seperate or common education-instruction together: educational-instructional institution participating in the education-instruction of defective children. The student demanding specific education, the students fighting adapting, learning difficulties, abnormality of their behaviour in the basis of the expert opinion of the experts and rehabilitating committee or the guidance of education – with the exception of the practical training – the director exempts them from certain subjects, parts of the subjects, from evaluation and qualification. If the student is exempted from certain subjects, parts of the subjects, he is exempted from evaluation and qualification, the school organizes private activity for himself.

The basic artistic-educational institution

31.§ (1) Artistic education and instruction is in progress in the basic artistic-educational institution. The basic artistic education establishes the artistic expressive skills, and prepares respectively for the professional continuation of studies. In the basic artistic-educational institution the compulsory education cannot be fulfilled, the student cannot prepare for taking the examination of fundamental knowledge respectively.

(2) The student after finishing the last basic year can take an artistic primary examination and after finishing the last continuation year can take an artistic final examination.

(3) The artistic primary examination authorizes to the continuation of studies in the continuation years. The artistic primary examination and artistic final examination have to be organized according to the determend facts in the provision of law.

The college

32.§ (1) The task of the college is to guarantee the conditions for continuing the studies for those

a) who has not got any possibilities in their place of residence for learning, putting forward their rights to choosing any schools without restrictions, to learning in national or ethnical minority language, respectively in the institution of education-instruction of defective children.

The order of  function

40.§ (1) The order concerning about the function, the internal and external relationships of the public-educational institution is determined by the functional rules. 

(2) The party and functional rules of the public-educational institution are made by the manager of the public-educational institution, and by the teaching staff of the educational-instructional institution , in other public-educational institution it is accepted by the professionally employed council. In the case of its acception and modification in the educational-instructional institution the kindergarten board, the school board, the college board, moreover the school or college student community practise agreemental rights.

(3) The party and functional rules become valid with the sanction of the maintainer of the institution.

(7) The rules of the school and college determine that – out of the fulfilment of the school duty – the school rights and duties determined in this law, moreover provisions of law in what way can be practised, respectively must be fulfilled. The rules of the school and college determine moreover the school, college student plan of work; the class and out of class activities; the order of the college activities, expected respectively forbidden behaviour during the living at the college and being outside the college; the order of use of the school and college rooms, and usage of areas belongs to the school and college; the expected respectively forbidden behaviour on the out of school and college programmes related to the fulfilment of the pedagogical programme organized by the school and college. The rules of the kindergarten determine the instructions related to the practice of child’s rights and duties, the kindergarten way of life of the child.

(8) The rules of the house can stipulate the things carried by children, students to the kindergarten, school, college are put in the depository ( changing-room ), respectively the announcement of the carried things. The rules of the house can forbid, restrict or make a condition the carried things unnecessary  to going to kindergarten, respectively to the practice and fulfilment the rights and duties coming from the student’s legal relations, college member’s relation. If the stipulated rules are broken, the educational-instructional institution is responsible for the loss taking place only if the damage is intentional.

(9) The rules of the house is made by the manager of the kindergarten, school, college and they are accepted by the teaching-staff. At the acception, respectively modification of the rules of the house, the school board, college board, kindergarten board, moreover the school, college students’ community practise the right of agreement. The rules of the house becomes valid with the sanction of the maintainer.

(12) A copy of the rules of the house must be handed over to the parent, student at the registration to the kindergarten, school, college.

The educational and pedagogic programme  

47.§ The educational programme of the kindergarten consists:

a) the basic principles, objects of kindergarten education,

b) those educational tasks which guarantee the progress of the child, preparation for the public life, closing up the ones being at a socially disadvantage,

c) pedagogical activity related to the protection of children and youth,

d) forms of co-operation of the parent, child, teacher; possibilities of its development,

e) the tasks running with the cultivation cherishing the minority culture and language in the case of a kindergarten paricipating in the national or ethnical minority kindergarten education,

f) the checking, measuring, evaluating, quality insurance system of the educational work running in the kindergarten,

g) the list of equipements and means supporting the educational work and necessary to the fulfilment of the educational programme.

48.§ (1) The pedagogic programme of school determines:

a) the educational programme of school, within the framework of it

· the basic principles, aims, tasks, means, procedures of the educational-instructional work running at school,

· pedagogic tasks related to the development of personality,

· tasks related to the development of community,

· pedagogic activities connected with the difficulties of adaptation, behaviour,

· activity supporting the development of talent, ability,

· tasks related to the protection of children and youth,

· the programme supporting the students’ - exposed themselves to the learning failure- closing up,

· the activity supporting the mitigation of social disadvantages,

· the checking, measuring, evaluating, quality insurance system of the educational work running in the kindergarten,

· the list of equipements and means supporting the educational work and necessary to the fulfilment of the educational programme,

· forms of co-operation of the parent, child, teacher; possibilities of its development,

b) the local syllabus of school, within the framework of it

· the subject taught in certain years of school, the compulsory and facultative class activities and their numbers, the stipulated subject-matter and requirements,

· the theories of the choice of practicable books, study-aids and school equipements,

· the conditions of going to the higher year of school,

· the requirements and forms of the school reports, recitation of knowledge; the requirements of evaluation and qualification of the student’s behaviour and diligence, moreover – within the framework of provision of law – the form of the evaluation, qualification of the student’s accomplishment, behaviour and diligence,

· the forms, orders, limits of the school written reports; the part and importance fulfilled in the evaluation of the students’ knowledge.

Order of the school-year, the teaching, training period, out of class activities

52.§ (1) The term-time, school-year at school begins on the first work-day of September of each year and – the basic educational exam, except the year of the final exam – finishes on 15 June of each year, if this day is not a work-day respectively, on the work-day preceding 15 June.

The teaching-staff

56.§ (1) The teaching-staff is the community of the teachers in the educational-instructional institution, it is the most important organ of consultation and passing of a resolution.

(2) Every employee of the educational-instructional institution filling pedagogic-sphere; business executive, as well as the employee with higher educational qualification who helps in the educational-instructional work directly is the member of the teaching-staff. 

The kindergarten registration, the origin of the student legal relation and the collage membership relation

65.§ (1) The registration, taking over happen on the basis of application. The child can be enrolled in the kindergarten after he is turned three. The parent can ask for the child’s registration, taking over at any time. The reception of new children happenes continuously in the kindergarten educational year.

(3) The kindergarten director decides the duty into a group of children enrolled in the kindergarten, taking the parents’ and kindergarten teachers’ opinion into consideration.

66.§ (1) The student (private student ) is in the student legal relation with the school. The student legal relation origins from registration or taking over. The registration and taking over happen on the basis of application. The school director decides the registration or taking over. Entrance examination cannot be organized in the primary school.

(3) The student legal relation takes place on the day of registration. The student can assert his right on the basis of the student legal relation begun from the date mentioned above. Provision of law, rules of the house respectively can attach certain legal practice to the beginning of the first year.

(4) Students of school-age must be enrolled to the first year of the school in the given period by parish, town, capital, district, county legal town commune.

(5) The director decides the duty into a class or group – asking the opinion of the professional co-operative board, lack of it the teaching-staff.

The fulfilment of child’s, student’s duty

70.§ (1) The teacher usually evaluates with marks the student’s accomplishment, progress during the academic year and qualifies with marks at the half-year term and at the end of the academic year.

(2) The marks

a) in the case of evaluation and qualification of the student are very good (5), good (4), satisfactory (3), rather weak (2), weak (1);

b) in the case of evaluation and qualification of the student’s behaviour are exemplary (5), good (4), changing (3), bad (2).

The student’s responsibility for damages, responsibility for damages of the educational-instructional institution

76.§ (1) If the student breaks his duties with fault and seriously, on the basis of disciplinary procedure can be given a share in disciplinary punishment with written resolution.

(2) The disciplinary punishment can be

a) reprimand;

b) severe reprimand;

c) reduction, withdrawal respectively of  determined advantages, assignments;

d) transfering  into an other class, study group or school;

e) forbidding the continuation of the academic year in the given school;

f) expulsion from the school.

(3) The disciplinary punishment determined in the e)-f) of the (2) paragraph against a student of school-age cannot be applied. The disciplinary punishment determined in the d) of the (2) paragraph can be applied if the school director comes to an agrrement about the taking over with the director of the other school. The disciplinary punishment determined in the c) of the (2) paragraph cannot be referred to social advantages and assignments.

(4) In the disciplinary procedure against the student of the vocational school and trade school, if the student enters into a study contract, it must be withdrawn by the local economical Chamber.

(5) For the violation of the college order, against the member of the college 

a) reprimand;

b) severe reprimand;

c)  expulsion

disciplinary punishment can be imposed.

(6) The student’s age, intellectual maturity, the importance of the action committed must be taken into consideration at the statement of the disciplinary punishment. The teaching staff makes the disciplinary punishment. The opinion of the school, college student community must be obtained during the disciplinary procedure.

(7) The student and the parent of the student under age must be informed about the institution of the disciplinary procedure – with indicating the reason.The student must be listened to during the disciplinary procedure and he must be assured to present his point of view, defence. If during the hearing the student disputes the breach of duty imputed to him, or the justification of the statement of facts states his reason anyway, a discussion must be held. The student and the parent of the student under age must be invited to the discussion. In the case of the student under age, the parent must be withdrawn in each case in the disciplinary procedure. During the disciplinary procedure, the student can be represented by both the parent or other representative. The disciplinary procedure can be held even if the student, the parent or the representative have not appeared against the repeated, formal notice. In the case of the student, or student under age the disciplinary procedure must be started and made on the student’s or parent’s own initiative.

(8) Only one disciplinary punishment can be determined against the student for the same breach of duty. Statement of the disciplinary punishment because of the breach of duty would have a place at school and college – for lack of different agreement of educational-instructional institutions – the disciplinary punishment can be determined in the educational-instructional institution in which the procedure started before.

(9) The disciplinary procedure for breach of duty committed in the framework of the practical training must be made at school.

(10) Only legally disciplinary resolution can be fulfilled. The rules of the conducted disciplinary procedure are determined by the provision of law.

2.2. Local or autonomous laws

On the administrative territory of Hungary the statute laws are valid. 

2.3. Rules made by schools and institutions

Rules made by schools and institutions

The rules of school determine the way – out of the fulfilment of the learning duty – in which the student’s rights and duties can be practised and fulfilled respectively.

Rights of this sort:

· They can declare their opinion on different school forums – in the questions concerning the students’community, the class and school communities.

· They can get acquainted with their marks, get to know the dates of the written subject ended reports at least one week earlier.

· They can participate in the study circle, choir, sports and facultative activities suitable for their interests or in programmes organized out of schol.

· They can bring valuables, money only at their own responsibility.

Duties of students:

· Let each student go to school regularly and fulfil his learning duty, keep the order of the lessons and afternoon activities.

· Protect mates’ and his own good health, corporeal integrity.

· Must not bring along fire and exploision dangerous instruments, pricking- and cutting-tools.

· Give proof of polite and regardful behaviour toward the adults and mates.

· Appearance be neat and well-kept.

· Protect the furniture and furnished objects against the damaging intention of others and compensate for the caused damage.

·  Appear regularly on the study circle, choir, sports and facultative activities chosen voluntarily.

· Appear on the celebration in clothing suitable for the occasion.

· Bring along the guide or control book regularly, write in the marks, make his teacher and parent sign it.

· Excuse all the absence from the school activities, three days in a half-term with the certification given by his parent, absence because of his illness with a medical justification.

· The duties of monitors:

· Take care of the tideness and fresh air of the classroom.

· Provide the cleanliness of the blackboard and chalk.

· If the teacher giving the lesson does not arrive after five minutes ofthe bell, report the fact to the deputy headmaster.

· Report the absent students at the beginning of the lesson.

· Check the cleanliness and order of the classroom after the lesson.

Disciplinary punishment

· reprimand;

· severe reprimand;

· transferring into another class

in the case of breaking the duties seriously.

The rules of the conducted disciplinary procedure is contained by the 3. Appendix of 11/1994. MKM.

The rules of school determine moreover the school student work order, the forbidden student behaviour durind the lesson and out of lesson activities, the order of the usage of school rooms and areas belong to school, the expected or forbidden behaviour on the out of school programmes organized by the school and related to the fulfilment of the pedagogic programme.

Order of the school-day:

· Teaching starts at eight o’clock in the morning.

· Lessons last 45 , breaks between the lessons last 15 minutes.

· The period of day-time home activity is 60 minutes.

· Time of arriving at school before the signal of the first lesson.

· The coats are placed in the wardrobes indicated for each class.

· Wardrobes must be kept closed during the day.

· Students greet the teachers with standing up before the lessons.

· The lesson must not be disturbed after beginning the teaching.

· Parents can meet their children in the hall.

· During the period of teaching, students can leave the school only with the permission of the form-master.

· Day-time home activities begin after finishing the teachingand last till 5.

· Students of day-time home do their work according to the rules of the house.

· Canteen eating happens according to the order done by the head of canteen.

Order of the break

· Only the monitors and persons responsible can be in the classroomb during the breaks except the elevenses.

· Other members of school are in the fresh air according to the weather.

· At the signal students go to the classrooms and wait for the teacher with discipline.

 The rules of the house can stipulate the things carried by children, students to the kindergarten, school are put in the depository ( changing-room ), respectively the announcement of the carried things. The rules of the house can forbid, restrict or make a condition the carried things unnecessary  to going to kindergarten, respectively to the practice and fulfilment the rights and duties coming from the student’s legal relations, college member’s relation. If the stipulated rules are broken, the educational-instructional institution is responsible for the loss taking place only if the damage is intentional.

(9) The rules of the house is made by the manager of the kindergarten, school, college and they are accepted by the teaching-staff. At the acception, respectively modification of the rules of the house, the school board, college board, kindergarten board, moreover the school, college students’ community practise the right of agreement. The rules of the house becomes valid with the sanction of the maintainer.

A copy of the rules of the house must be handed over to the parent, student at the registration to the kindergarten, school, college.
